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Tot Lots
The kids enjoy use of the two tots, but age, wear/tear, and vandalism continue to drive increased maintenance and repair costs.  A new reserve study has been ordered to assess the life span of our community’s assets, including the tot lots.  In the meantime, help us keep our kids safe and the equipment in best condition possible by discouraging damaging activity and reporting malicious activity to the appropriate authorities.

Landscaping
Quality Landscape Solutions, Inc. has aerated, seeded, and fertilized the grass in an effort to reduce weeds and bring greener and healthier grass for the spring.  So why is the grass at the entrance brown? First, a significant amount of weed killer was applied to help give the fall seeding a fresh start.  Second, the Chesterfield County watering ban required us to turn the sprinklers off for weeks.  There should be a noticeable difference in the grass at the entrance in the first couple weeks of November.

The Board is currently reviewing proposals from Quality Landscape Solutions on beautification of the eroded banks on Mill View Drive and will make a decision soon on the most cost effective long-term solution
